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. Barrel Aged Honeybuzz — Our beloved Honeybuzz found its way into a red wine and sherry barrel. This lends
a sweet, boozy, cherry note to this double IPA which is brewed with loads of Cascade hops and marked
by a residual sweetness of Ramge Acres Honey from Perrysburg.

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. What-A-Melon-Tart Salted Watermelon. This beer was influenced by Gose, a 1,000 year old German style of
tart, salted beer. What-A-Melon is the perfect harmony of sweet and sour, combining the essence of ripe
watermelons with a dash of tartness and a hint of salt. Be careful as this beer may induce sudden
cravings for watermelon and an irresistible urge to share the joy with friends!

The
earnest version is brewed lighter, with less biscuit/cracker/toasted malt tasting notes to better match the
American Lager style. To be poured the German American Fest.

11. Between the Limes- Tart Lime IPA. Featuring Citra, Mosaic and Motueka hops. The tartness will hit
you a bit harder, as you sip it will mellow until your glass is empty. Read between the limes, this is a
great beer.
